Louise Chawla, a professor in the College of Architecture and Planning at the University of Colorado, often describes herself as an environmental psychologist. Her work relates to children’s experience of both natural environments and the public spaces of cities and towns, and the opportunities that these places afford for positive development. 

As Fulbright Scholar at the Norwegian Centre for Child Research, she initiated a revival of UNESCO’s Growing Up in Cities project, which engages young people in improving urban communities. She is the editor and co-author of Growing Up in an Urbanising World and the editor of the journal Children, Youth and Environments.

Ms. Chawla, who is in Montréal for the 5th World Environmental Education Congress, has accepted an offer from Phyllis Lambert, the founding director of the CCA, with the support of the City of Montréal’s Land and Heritage Development Service, to present her lecture to a broader audience. The talk coincides with the evening launch event for the biannual meeting of Green Street, an environmental education program sponsored by the J.W. McConnell Foundation and administered by the Canadian Teachers’ Federation and the Centrale des syndicats du Québec. 

Ms. Chawla will lecture in English, but will welcome comments and questions in French as well. Simultaneous interpretation will be available in the theatre.
